Choose a word that captures your feelings, and use the first letter of the word 
to begin each line of your poem.  For example:
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Cinquain
Cinquains have five lines, which follow a set formula:
Line 1: The title in 2 syllables (or 2 words)
Line 2: The description of the title in 4 syllables (or 4 words)
Line 3: A description of an action related to the title 
           (6 syllables or 6 words)
Line 4: A description of feelings (8 syllables or 8 words)
Line 5: Another word for the title in 2 syllables or 2 words.

For example:

Little Bananaquit
Hungry yellow-breasted bird
Flying from one flower to another
I love it when you come to me
Sugar bird
