
The Cuban Trogon is the national bird of Cuba. It is red, 
white, and blue, like the Cuban flag. It has a long tail with 
an unusual shape. Instead of building its own nest, it 
uses cavities made by woodpeckers. In Cuba they call it 
Tocororo. Its call sounds like its Spanish name: toc-toc 
torororororoooo
